Two of them, 
climate change and the abuse of our planet’s mineral, 
vegetable and animal resources are global in scope and 
their solution will require a patient and determined 
cooperation among our world’s many populations and 
their political leaders. America’s participation in these 
efforts and those of China, India, Russia and others will 
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the growing presence of nuclear arms, 
the availability of instant information 
24/7 made possible by our extraordinary 
communications technology and the 
reemergence, after three centuries, of 
radical Islam’s attempt to invade and 
conquer Europe, this time not by military 
means.

Introduction

	

	 These circumstances are background 
to the very threatening situation that 
now faces our country and culture. As we 
lack the effective means to bring about a 
solution to our global  natural elements 
and resources issues on our own, we 
must direct our efforts to the defense 
of our culture, constitution, values and 
government from the multiple sources 
that now target WCIV for its elimination.

	 This will not be easy, as identities and 
roles are often disguised and the process 
of calling them out will inevitably cast 
doubt on some of our traditional people/
government relationships based on public 
support and loyalty. But such exposure is 
a small price to pay in order to identify 
our enemies and publicize their goals and 
methods. 

	

	 Our task is further complicated by the 
fact that our efforts and determination to 
defend our nation from external attacks 
will require the not easily achieved 
cooperation of all three branches of 
our government ––– most notably, the 
Congress that is charged with enacting 
and funding all legislation. Sadly, it is a 
branch in evident decline that consistently 
rejects its constitutional responsibilities 
to engage in partisan, and often bitchy, 
political bickering. Far from acting as 
a stabilizing force to keep the country 
on its prescribed constitutional path, it 

be critical, and, in order to succeed, all 
will be forced to act as one of many, not 
one of one. As prior and present attempts 
to reach governmental agreement among 
multiple populations and nations have 
rarely been successful, the present 
prospects are not encouraging.

	 The third does not deal with the 
physical aspects of our existence on Earth 
such as climate, species, territory, food, 
water, etc.  Rather, it is concerned with 
our values, identities, laws, morals and 
the ways and circumstances by which they 
are revealed, tested and then selected for 
further use, or discarded. 

	 This group includes some of our most  
challenging and sensitive ways to define 
and express our relations with our fellow 
man, with science and with God, to which 
ways we have given names such as religion, 
culture and civilization. These efforts have 
often followed the human fault line and 
either failed or deteriorated into bitter 
enmity or warfare. Over the centuries, 
in many different ways and places this 
process has been played and replayed with 
the hope, but not expectation, of success.

	

	

	 Now, in the 21st century, a new chapter 
in this cycle is being written with a few 
major changes. It offers a widespread 
body of opinion that condemns Western 
Civilization (WCIV) as being responsible 
for much of the evil and many of the 
troubles that now afflict mankind. Those 
in this anti-western group seek no shared 
solution, but call for the destruction 
or elimination of the West’s unique 
institutions, culture, values and visions.

	

	 Ours is an exceptionally dangerous 
moment because of three factors –––  
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West’s unique institutions,
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...this time not by military means.
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seems committed to magnifying differences ––– major 
or minor, new or old ––– between our two political 
parties whenever possible. Under any circumstances, 
this makes national unity impossible; and in our present 
condition national unity is a “must”.

	 In this new series, entitled The POMO Solution, we 
will analyze the methods, tactics, timing, identities, 
background and purposes of those who are attacking 
our ways of life, thought, and government; and the 
culture, values and history from which they derive. 

	 And we will introduce and recommend the Popular  
Movement (POMO) as being our only means of self-
defense against the internal and external forces now 
actively engaged in trying to bring about the demise 
of our constitutional government, as well as the many 
freedoms of choice and belief which flow from it.

The  Pomo

	 POMO is an acronym abbreviation for Popular 
Movement formed from the first two letters of each 
word. Because these movements are distinctive in 
many ways they do not form or succeed frequently on 
a national scale. Their origins are often described as  
stemming from some spontaneous impulse or reaction, 
but even when obscured by such claims, evidence of 
purpose and/or planning can be found.
	

	 Success on a  national scale in a large and populous 
country with advanced communications in place is 
difficult because the POMO must be quick and nimble 
in establishing its presence and in neutralizing or 
circumventing the forces and opinions of those who 
oppose it, but it can be done; and we believe that 
under skilled supervision today’s unsettled political 
circumstances may offer advantages to a POMO.
	

	 Our intent is clear. It is to energize and organize 
a process to defend our Western European Culture 
(WEC), and by extension WCIV, here in our American 
homeland. This is basically an educational effort, 
but we are now  deeply divided politically and have 
extended those divisions over the past half century 
by politicizing many other aspects of our lives ––– 
education, sports, art, entertainment, the mainstream 
media (MSM), religion and more. 

	 The result is that, while our effort is not of a 
political character, our opponents, many of whom have 
strong political organizations and ties, will combine 
them to attack our efforts along the political front. 
We must expect this at every turn of time or progress 
and must maintain our non-political focus. 
	

	 There is something else we must understand at our 
beginning and as we grow in numbers and strength. 
Even as its founders, we must recognize that a POMO 
is something we can start and steer for a while but 
not stop. For when the time comes that it has achieved 
critical mass and is seen as successful, it will be beyond 
our reach. It will have become a force of its own making 
that began with local efforts which then joined with 
others in becoming one ––– e pluribus unum.
	

	 Another important factor in our beginning is the 
nature of our role as founders. Early on, we will 
be called upon to undertake basic organizational 
activities after which it will be important for local 
groups to know that the central, founding group will 
always be available for advice and assistance, but 
that its primary functions will be to set policy and 
communications guidelines to achieve national status 
on a timely basis. To this end we will always refer 
to our central group’s role as one of supervision or 
assistance, not management. 

	

			   Pomo Characteristics

	 Undoubtedly our most successful American POMO 
was our 18th century struggle for independence from 
England. It grew gradually over several decades, 
certainly slow by today’s pace, but it occurred at 
a time when there was no radio or TV and when news 
bulletins, the precursor to our newspapers, were 
typeset/ printed by hand and then posted in taverns or 
hawked in the street; and transportation was equally 
primitive. Still, after time, as one injustice followed 
another, people wrote, talked and met to protest 
their colonial government and status. This ongoing 
“conversation” sustained their ideas, comments and 
hopes for independence.

	 Today’s reliance on speed in the reporting of 
news often overshadows other considerations such 
as accuracy, fairness, detail, source, decency ––– i.e., 
truth. But it is the standard of our time and one from 
which the POMO could also benefit.
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	 The behavior of a POMO can be likened to that of 
a prairie fire. It can move equally fast in a straight 
line or make instantaneous changes in any direction 
without giving advance notice. POMOs succeed if they 
are able to generate, sustain and expand enthusiasm 
to the desired scale. There is no set time- table. Some 
can seem to grow rapidly; others make progress more 
slowly. Whatever their time frame, word of mouth 
(W/M) publicity is an essential element that must be 
effectively employed. 

	 Today the fate of WCIV is a matter of global concern 
and some of its connected issues are conversational 
topics in many parts of the world. Such immediacy 
is a benefit for disseminating information by W/M. 
Informed awareness is the POMO’s weapon of choice 
and, when combined with America’s historical energy 
and independence, will enable the present attack to be 
defeated and its threat to our destiny removed. 

	 Politics and public opinion share the same border. It 
may not be visible on the ground in the continuing push/
pull and give/take of their activities, but, like a line on 
a map, it is there to clearly establish identity, limits 
and origins. In politics these are combined to form 
parties; in the world of popular opinion they become 
part of our national character that is expressed in 
sovereignty, culture and other aspects of our history 
that we deem valuable to both the individual and the 
group.

	 Currently the role of the MSM is far broader and 
more active than it has ever been in our past. Starting 
from the manually produced and distributed handbills 
of the 18th century, in the space of 200 years it became 
an immense, self-contained industry that served 
the nation well by contributing great wealth to its 
economy and providing a responsible voice to report 
and comment on domestic and foreign matters of public 
interest.

	

	 Time and technology, however, change everything 
and today the MSM is no longer a stand-alone body, 
but has become part of what is sometimes referred to 
as our entertainment/media complex. In the process of 
this absorption it was inevitable that roles and values 
would change, which they did with the result that our 
MSM is now generally perceived as having a bias in 
favor of liberal/left issues and opinion.

	 The charge, or even suggestion, of bias seems to 
have some basis in fact; as MSM coverage of events, 
issues or people associated with the political Right has 
declined significantly.

	 POMOs are about change and competition which 
are forces that the MSM’s dominant mindset sees 
no advantage in encouraging via media exposure. 
Accordingly, coverage of opposite or suspect causes  
is dished out like starvation rations. But this position 
becomes demonstrably less tenable as public interest 
and action develop and increase.

	 Enter the POMO !  Its local origins and unpredictable 
growth patterns assure that in its early stages any 
MSM coverage it attracts will be local, minor and brief, 
but it is in its prairie fire nature for a POMO to show 
such sudden and rapid growth that local efforts can 
combine and progress to state, regional and national 
levels. The MSM can moderate its coverage of any issue 
up to a certain point after which the story becomes so 
powerful and of such compelling public interest that it 
must be treated commensurably. POMO growth displays 
the speed and agility that can force MSM coverage far 
beyond starvation rations levels.

 History

	

	 America’s few POMOs have grown out of very 
different causes. Following our push for independence 
the slavery issue produced the abolitionist movement; 
and at the end of the 19th century the argument in 
favor of a bimetallic currency (silver and gold both 
available at a fixed ratio of 16 to 1) championed by 
William Jennings Bryan  developed intense national 
and political interest, although Bryan’s presidential 
efforts failed.

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	 Early in  the 20th century two other issues marked 
by their determined and emotional support grew to 
become POMOs and even achieve the ultimate goal of 
amending the Constitution. They were Prohibition and 
Women’s Suffrage both of which took effect in 1920. 
In a remarkable example of the POMO’s power, the 18th 
Amendment which legislated Prohibition was repealed 
thirteen years after its passage. Coming or going, the 
POMO delivered its desired result.

	 These two examples come from a time when popular 
expression was more natural and less controlled than 
by the technology of our era. Later in the same century 
the nation became bitterly divided over the Vietnam 
War and many of those who opposed it joined forces 
and identified themselves as the “Peace Party”. But the 
Vietnam War, despite the high emotions and numbers 
it engendered, was not a true, single issue POMO, as 
it contained subsets that involved colonialism in SE 
Asia, personal dislike for Pres. Johnson and Nixon 
and generational conflict over age, political power, 
authority, behavior, education and more.

	 Many public demonstrations under the name of 
“peace” featured objections to other social causes and 
customs, but whether targeting Vietnam or the home 
front, their protests gained energy from both the early 
beginnings of our communications/media technology 
revolution and growing drug use ––– a long trip in 
time and distance from 1920 when voting polls opened 
for women and bars closed for men.

	 Given the many elections that have marked our 
political progress and direction since we became a 
nation, there have been only a handful of grass-roots 
successes. Today’s techniques and technology bear 
little resemblance to those of the past and may seem 
to favor established interests, but the POMO is a valid 
art form with qualities that are beyond the reach of 

our MSM, political and commercial interests. The most 
important are speed and unity.

Unity

	 An important characteristic of POMOs is that they 
form around and pursue a single issue ––– in our 
American experience: independence, slavery, silver 
coinage, alcohol and women’s suffrage. There were 
politicians from both parties who, in the course of 
campaigning for office, attached themselves to the 
POMOs’ energy and goals, but the POMO, itself, was not 
burdened by party line positions on other matters such 
as taxation, foreign policy, trade, etc. If there is such 
a thing as purity in our politics, the POMO can claim it 
far more reasonably than most other forces.

	 This shared singularity of purpose and effort by 
those engaged in a POMO creates a powerful bond 
between them, and develops the unity without which any 
large national effort would most likely be diminished 
and succumb to bickering and competition for personal 
and political power.

	 Unity is a key element of any POMO and also a 
strong factor in our efforts to convert the results of 
our political process into responsible and successful 
national government. With the exception of the conduct 
and the aftermath of our Civil War it is reasonable to 
state that America has never been more bitterly divided 
over everything ––– personalities, power and politics 
––– than it is now. This is dangerous enough in itself, but 
our present moment contains a largely unrecognized , 
but possibly lethal, demographic threat.

	 Our editorial perspective of American unity is 
informed by that period of history that commenced in 
1914 with World War (WW) I and extended through WW 
II and the Truman  and Eisenhower administrations until 
the  election and assassination of Pres. Kennedy. The 
two generations that fit within those years were ones 
in which our parents and ourselves experienced all or 
part of the cycle of education, employment, marriage, 
birth and death.

		  While doing so, our country felt the impact of 
some of the most fearful events of its history ––– WW I, 
the stock market crash of 1929, the Great Depression, 
the failure of the League of Nations and the resumption 
of militarism in Europe, WW II, the dawning of the Atomic 
Age, the end of the Colonial Era, the Cold War and 
the emergence of the continuous struggle for world 
domination between popular government favored by the 
U.S. and its allies and the authoritative forms pushed 
by Communist Russia and China.

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	 In America there were sharp, hard-edged differences 
over  the terms of the Versailles Treaty that ended 
“The Great War” and widespread social and economic 
agony following the stock market’s collapse  and the 
end of the Roaring Twenties in October, 1929. In the 
following decade of the Great Depression America’s 
traditional optimism, strength and resilience was 
muted and confined by off-the-chart unemployment, idle 
plants and corporate failures, soup kitchens, failed 
remedies and hunger that reached the starvation level 
in ”Dust Bowl“ and coal mining communities, while 
Congress argued loud and long over foreign policy and 
domestic economic proposals. Throughout this painful 
time America was able to retain much of its unity –––  
not, however, without it taking some hard hits.  

	 There were geographical, social and economic 
groups that bore more of the pain and burden than 
others and to whose more frequent and urgent calls 
for help  public and private aid was directed. Looking 
back, we were somehow able to convey the thought 
that we were all in this crisis  together and managed 
to get through it. When war returned to Europe in 
1939,  our unity was restored to its normal state 
and then, following Pearl Harbor, it reverted to its 
extraordinary one people, one nation, one purpose 
level of WW I.

	 This unity expressed, and mostly maintained, for 
half a century from 1914 to 1963 was an extraordinary 
aspect of our national character and development. Then, 
it was palpable, a source of strength and encouragement. 
Today it no longer exists. Prophetically, perhaps, as in 
a romantic wartime farewell, we seem to have moved on 
without even looking back.

	 There was another aspect of this five decade 
period that contributed to our unity and our ability 
to endure and survive its perils. It was part art, part 
entertainment and part romance; and it determined the 
quality and content of mass art forms ––– most notably 
films and the stories, music, lyrics, dancing, drama and 
romance they provided to make the persistent pain of 
both the war and peace of those years bearable.

	 WW I gave us the beautiful ballads Keep the Home 
Fires Burning and There’s a Long, Long trail ‘A Winding 
as well as George M. Cohan’s rousing celebration of 
America’s role of deliverance in Over There.  Following 
four years of war and the fall of the European 
monarchies, a remarkable artistic renaissance that 

embraced film, literature, drama and the pictorial 
arts emerged in the western allies’ countries while 
to the east Russia and Germany underwent political 
revolutions which established authoritarian forms of 
government in both.

	 In America one aspect of this rebirth was the literally 
stunning marriage of Broadway and Hollywood which, 
throughout the ‘30s and ’40s, produced a succession 
of glitzy, elegant, sparkling, witty, luxurious comedies 
and musicals ––– everything the Depression years were 
not ––– to the music of Gershwin, Kern, Rogers; the 
lyrics of word masters such as Ira Gershwin , Hart and 
Hammerstein; and to those rare talents such as Porter, 
Berlin and Carmichael who offered the magic of both 
words and music.

	 This is not a senseless digression. It is a key element 
in the path to the demographic we mentioned earlier. At 
a time of nearly destructive stress upon our society, 
our financial system, our labor force, our industrial 
and agricultural sectors and our government, our 
traditional sense of unity was frayed and might not 
have been able to withstand further pressure. In a 
truly golden age Broadway and Hollywood combined to 
offer a tantalizing vision of life and hope that millions 
of Americans across our land could share. In doing so, 
they forged a bond among themselves strong enough to 
renew our unity and to enable our survival. This was 
a unique time in our history which can only be fully 
understood by having experienced it.

*          *          *

	 Unity is primal. It is the basic structural element of 
herds of grazing animals, flights of birds and schools 
of fish which man also displayed in his treks in and out 
of Africa in search of food, water and shelter. Tied 
to land by his anatomy and food supply, his pace was 
more like that of the immense grazing populations with 
whom he shared the African veldt; and he could only 
view with wonder the unity of purpose, direction and 
speed which enabled birds, fishes and winged insects 
to move together in perfect unison even while making 
Instantaneous changes in the path and rate of their 
motion.

	 Man, however, is not given to purity. In his ascent 
over many millennia his enlarging and increasingly 
imaginative brain presented him with unique 
developmental capabilities not available to other 
species ––– upright posture, logic, tools, fire and 
many more. These, he combined into a broad body of 
knowledge which further distanced him from the other 
species to which our planet provided life, energy and 
form.

	 He discovered mathematics, chemistry, medicine and 
other sciences; he learned about music, architecture 
and engineering; about law, language, religion, politics 
and government; and, of course, also about weaponry 
and wealth. And to all of these  and other fruits of his 
learning he ascribed the opportunity for competition, 
for “more”, which in time became indistinguishable 
from  his original goal of learning. Competition and 
unity, however, are polar opposites.

	 This is history in capsule form. In reality, its 
progress on a slower scale ––– by month, year or 
decade ––– reveals the anguish of sudden reversals of 
truth and circumstance, the  sharp pain of too much 
construction or destruction and the agony of war 
as a constant presence, all of which are modified by 
wealth, time and technology. As if these forces were 
not sufficient by themselves to create generational 
confusion, we should consider that for four centuries, 
since the arrival of the Pilgrims, our American way has 
been mostly one of unity in responding to challenges as 
varied as Independence, Westward Expansion, two WWs 
, the Great Depression and our present age marked by 
the technological advances that gave us nuclear power/
weapons, the exploration of outer space and the global 
impact of our 24/7 communications and information 
capabilities.

	 Today we face an extraordinary non sequitur in which 
those who threaten our culture deny the significance 
of our unity and constantly push us to exchange it for 
the diversity that we can achieve through political 
correctness (PC) and multiculturalism (MC). While 
they are persistent in citing the errors of our past, 
their models that are on display elsewhere indicate 
that, were we to surrender our values and institutions 
in exchange for them, our political experiment in 
popular government would end.

	 There are, in our country today, numerous people 
who hold offices of power and trust who urge us to 
accept this trade which, if we did, would greatly expand 
the reach of their authority and interests. We suspect 
that there are many more who, if they fully understood 
that  our history’s and our destiny’s prizes are at stake, 
would reject it as would have those from previous 
generations, especially those who fought our wars and 
gave their lives.

	 This brings us to the crux of the demographic that 
we mentioned earlier. The two most recent generations 
of Americans, numbering many millions and bearing 

the label millennials have no memory or experience of 
a time when our nation received and reflected unity 
from its citizens on a wide range of matters. In times of 
crisis this generally positive attitude  spiked to near 
unanimity. This lack is more than a mere demographic. 
It is a blank spot in our national conscience and 
character.

	 From a cultural viewpoint such a lapse is deadly. 
Two generations of Americans (as starters with more to 
follow) will soon have no direct knowledge of a unified 
America and, as time  passes and the oral tradition 
disappears, only photos, recordings, drawings, etc. 
made at the time will be available. Fortunately, our 
present technology enables us to preserve records far 
beyond their shelf life prior to this century. 

	 The real damage done by this demographic is that 
many millions of Americans not only have no experience 
of a unified nation, but cannot even imagine one. For 
this group and its descendents, their lack of knowledge 
of our capacity for unity will extend until corrected by 
future events.

	 The American experience we knew as mostly 
cooperative and unified under our Constitution does 
not exist for them. Their view is “what you see is 
what you get” and what they see is a sharply divided 
nation whose institutions can no longer bridge the 
gap between   Left  and  Right  and  produce  an  even   
passable government for all. Vision is not everything. 
Speech matters too. And, when they listen, as they do, 
they hear a political discourse in which “racist” and 
“diverse” are the most frequently invoked words.

*          *          *

	 The nature of the POMO is that because of its size, 
decentralization and mobility, planned events do not 
always take place at the same time in real time, which can 
produce a magnifier effect. But the eye opener for the 
country’s two youngest generations will be the unity 
created by the POMO, both in the internal strength 
it can develop and its powerful appeal to others. The 
POMO is a highly effective means of communication, as 
is the present generation of Americans’ ubiquitous cell 
phones. Is it possible that a Godzilla Meets Wolf Man  
moment is in the offing ?

Principles

	 Anything as extensive and important as a POMO 
must 	 have a brief and readily understandable set of 
principles under which its various local groups can

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organize, operate and establish unity on key matters. 
This is absolutely essential for any effort that aspires 
to national recognition and support. Without such 
guidance the path of the POMO may be like that of the 
panicked buffalo herd thundering en masse over the 
cliff’s edge. With the advantage of firm and effective 
principles its way can be that of birds in flight.

	 There is also an external benefit for the POMO in 
having available from its inception a statement of its 
beliefs for its active followers and for those whom it 
hopes will join them in the future. For, if it is both 
brief and clear, it can serve as kind of a shorthand 
instrument that fosters familiarity and identification 
with the POMO’s intentions. It offers a clear line 
of separation, a firewall, between our defense of 
our culture and the forces that attack it ––– a non-
negotiable, firm statement of who and what we are 
and  from which others can anticipate what forms and 
degree of opposition we may or may not tolerate.

	 Here, then, are the lines we have drawn to impose 
some helpful limits on how we presently  view our 
POMO and its operation. Time is always accompanied 
by change, and today’s communications technology is 
so advanced that it cannot help but accelerate and 
facilitate the POMO’s activities. There are even  some 
ways in which the POMO is uniquely equipped to benefit 
from our technological progress.

1)	 Our purpose is to resist the foreign and domestic  
attacks against WCIV in our  country by creating 
public awareness of them and their sponsors.

2) 	 Our methods will at all times be peaceful and 
defensive. We will seek to defend our historic  
culture, laws and traditions ––– not to attack 
others. There are two reasons for this. The 
first is that in the POMO’s formative stage its 
opponents will have the advantage of far greater 
numbers, as well as financial and organizational 
resources, which would favor them in any  blow-
for-blow, ”street fight” strategy. And, secondly, 
any tactic that would employ attacks against our 
opposition would also invite the engagement of 
political interests. Such an intervention would 
transform the POMO’s nature and dilute its 
message in ways beyond our control.

3) 	 Increased public awareness of our particular 
American culture and its derivation from its 
Northwestern European antecedents will be an 
ongoing priority.

4) 	 We are not a political group seeking office or 
the election of candidates although our message 
may place us in agreement with, or opposition to, 

politically active interests.

5) 	 In referring to those who work with and support 
us as “members”, we do so in the general sense 
of “participants”, not as a formal dues paying 
entity with its attendant record keeping. We 
do however, anticipate requesting/receiving 
voluntary donations which the IRS may or may 
not consider tax deductible.

6) 	 We will develop a website as our primary source 
of information and means of communication, and 
will employ whatever parts of the cyber spectrum 
are available and appropriate at any given time to 
spread our message.

7) 	 The role of the founding group will be to set 
policy, to create the POMO’s messages; to enlist 
support from other organizations with similar 
interests; to advise local chapters on developing 
their activities; to report on progress and to 
coordinate local groups’ efforts with those of 
their counterparts elsewhere.

	 This is a short list and one that can and will be 
amended as necessary. Within its guidelines there exists 
the opportunity to produce a real transformation in 
how we view and experience our American culture and 
WCIV. Such a process can  generate momentum internally 
as well as externally and, as its force builds, can reach 
its point of critical mass followed by wide popular 
participation and success.

Methods

	 There are two critical elements in considering this 
POMO’s success. The first is the use of W/M promotion. 
It is fast, free and highly effective, and will probably 
become our most effective technique for conveying 
our message. For most of history W/M was restricted 
in its meaning to actual spoken conversation between 
individuals ––– whether spontaneous or purposed. 
Today, however, our concept of “conversation” has 
been expanded exponentially to include exchanges that 
take place in all parts of our mainstream, social and 
commercial media. This includes paid advertising which 
has a considerably shorter history than W/M and has 
scored its own spectacular successes, but which is 
generally not suitable for the early stage development 
of a POMO .

	 We have compared the characteristics of a POMO 
to those of a prairie fire ––– fast, silent, powerfully 
charged and highly maneuverable ––– for which we 
would provide the initial ignition and energy after

which its growth and strength will be largely self-
generated. 

	 The second element is of a different sort. It is a 
gender factor ––– women’s proven capability at the 
local, person-to-person level to attract others to 
join them in advancing public interest causes and 
projects. They are good at talking, creating interest 
and persuading in non-confrontational ways. Most 
importantly, they are at their best when they view 
the project in which they  are involved as having an 
emotional component and/or serving a worthy cause. 
The defense of our WEC scores high on both criteria 
and offers the prospect of  their participation both 
on a local scale and far more widely via electronic 
capabilities.

	 We will emphasize both of these strategies –––  
making use of women’s special talents and w/m messaging  
––– in our pursuit of national awareness and the 
DEFENSE of our WCIV culture. We cannot overstress 
the importance of the defensive nature of this POMO. 
We see no benefit and have no interest in converting or 
attacking those of other cultures, or of extending our 
efforts beyond our nation. Our actions and progress 
will be open for others to see and use if they wish. We 
are concerned only with preserving our American WEC 
here in our homeland  as it has developed over the past 
400 years. We wish to keep it without modification or 
dilution imposed by political elites here or elsewhere, 
and we will resist any such efforts towards alteration.

	 We will respect the rights of others granted under 
our Constitution, but will not allow alien cultures 
to rewrite or reinterpret it to further  their own 
political, economic, religious or social goals; or their 
identities. Our only concern is with preserving our 
own American culture and protecting  it from both its 
own generosity and the predatory ambitions of others. 
The latter, which employ a variety of equally deceptive 
names and methods, are engaged in a determined 
attack upon our Constitution, often with the support 
of judges and the MSM who do not recognize that our 
Constitution possesses the flaw of a dual nature ––– 
the same language that grants a freedom to one person 
can be used to take it away from another, if misused or 
misinterpreted. Our Founders understood this. We do 
not.

*          *          *

	 The present divided state of our country which 
is nourished by a constant stream of litigation, 
investigations, accusations, argument, lies, statements, 
posturing and inaccurate or biased press coverage has 
moved our dream of open and transparent government 
beyond our reach and soon, perhaps, beyond our living 
memory. This mean-spirited division is as antithetical to 
our individual interests as it is to those of our nation. 
We should avoid any contact with those who promote it 
and who may view our POMO as a way to gain advantage 
for themselves.

	 This is important.  Our present divisions encourage 
the appearance of new political identities which can 
either succeed, fail or splinter and join another entity. 
Until they attain self- sustainability they are at risk 
of being hijacked by their competitors and, curiously, 
there is also a kind of reverse mechanism available by 
which the larger party hitchhikes all or parts of its 
message for distribution with that of the smaller.

	 In some ways the new POMO is in an advantageous 
position. It has greater pure speed and more agility than 
established parties that must achieve at least a working 
consensus between the interests that share their 
label. And, in its early stages, the POMO can operate 
locally and under the radar without interference, or 
even notice, from major parties. This makes possible 
economies in its operations and budgeting. Our political 
process is chaotic in normal times and more so during 
elections. As disasters and opportunities can appear or 
vanish without warning, successful POMOs must often 
be both fast and flexible in their response. We should 
keep the prairie fire image in mind.

	 For most of our republic’s 200+ years it functioned 
politically with two major parties whose candidates won 
elections: and a series of minor ones who never were 
elected, but secured for themselves opportunities to 
make what were mostly seen as  inflammatory speeches 
from which some press coverage could be teased. There 
was a predictable unity and rhythm to this pattern which 
lulled us into not paying attention to warning signals 
when they appeared: which they did ––– sporadically at 
first, and then with increasing force and frequency.

	 The first blow struck was that of MC which  emerged 
with the founding of the United Nations (UN) and 
gained ground during the Cold War when small nations 
throughout the world, including many who had been

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colonies of the European monarchies, were courted 
and celebrated by the western Democracies and the 
Communist bloc. These new nations, as they joined the 
UN  and then established diplomatic relations with 
others, greatly increased both the number of sovereign 
nations and their voting populations. Ergo: more states 
with more voters, and all the old lines and limits were 
gone. The result: no group is too small to count and 
every view should be expressed and heard. Enter MC, 
stage left. And, in the event there was any reluctance 
to accept and encourage the new numbers and ways, PC 
was on hand to enforce them.

	 The second force that magnified these political 
changes was the  spectacular advances over roughly 
the last generation in our communications and 
information technology. Having been granted the right 
to be politically counted and  heard, the newly created 
numbers of voters were recast by science into a cohort 
that could instantly communicate 24/7 via speech, text, 
TV, computer, phone, satellite, etc. Technology’s edge 
cut the world’s populations into ever smaller and more 
numerous pieces that raised the image of mass thought 
in economic, sociological and political matters to the 
reality level for the global power elites.

	 Can you imagine any goal more important for them 
than the destruction of our WEC and then being able 
to fill the vacuum it would leave with models of the 
failed communities and pained lives now widely found 
in Europe and elsewhere ? There is none. This is not 
imagination. The European Union (EU) inserted an 
almost impenetrable layer of bureaucracy between 
Europeans and their governments and, while many of 
its changes were welcome and most Europeans desired 
the unity they thought it could provide, as with 
most bureaucracies, its growth soon overtook and 
outdistanced its benefits.

	 Despite their centuries of shared history and 
culture, Europe and the U.S. have taken very different 
paths since the beginning of the 20th century. Our way 
was made easier by our wealth and unity which were 
important factors in our resistance to Communism and 
our eventual success in the Cold War. Europe, lacking 
such unity, hoped the EU could be the starting point 
from which it might emerge and grow to significance. 
Now, a quarter of a century since its founding, the EU’s 
impact has been felt most positively in the areas of 
trade, finance and industry whereas social and political 

accomplishments have proved more difficult, especially 
since the enormous increase in migrant admissions of 
the last five years. It is clear today that every aspect 
of private and public European life has already been 
changed by this invasion and that the EU member states 
are  nowhere near a solution. We are left to speculate 
as to the outcome, knowing only the consequences it 
has already imposed ––– and that larger lessons of 
culture and history take time, and usually pain, to 
realize.

*          *          *

	 The two major method commitments that we cited 
earlier (to W/M promotion and to the use of women’s 
special talents) are broad in their nature and their 
coverage, and we think will prove useful in both the 
early and later stages of our efforts, and in all places 
where we are able to deliver our  message. In a country 
as large as ours in both territory and population, we 
are sure to face long held differences in attitudes 
regarding our culture in general and/or its many 
components; and to avoid  being  drawn into a host of 
individual arguments we will always have to maintain 
our focus on the POMO as a national project with a 
national benefit for all. Its reward for one American 
will be no greater, nor less, than for any other; and, 
in a strikingly American way, defending our nation’s 
culture will also protect our individual rights.

	 Our primary goal throughout our early stages 
will be to achieve recognition which, by itself, does 
not always assure growth, but must be accomplished 
before national expansion becomes possible. At a 
critical point, often evident only through hindsight 
due to the POMO’s speed, the momentum of recognition 
can reach a level at which it includes and then acts 
in tandem with growth. This may cause some variations 
in how our messages and methods are applied in areas 
where the progress for one may differ from the other, 
but our grand design is one of identity ––– to remind

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Americans of the history and value of their culture. 
In this pursuit, recognition and growth will play 
important and complementary, but not identical, roles.

Tools

	 Of all the pathways to progress and success 
available to our POMO none will be as important or 
decisive in its outcome as the ongoing choice and use of 
our news media. We do not refer here to our mainstream 
national media, both print and electronic, that controls 
and directs the flow of news throughout the country. 
It is able to do this by means of its enormous power 
and wealth which provide it with the right to determine 
editorial content as well as to distribute it. 

	 Over the past half century, in which our news and 
entertainment sectors merged, our MSM moved notably 
to the Left in its coverage and presentation of the 
many events that comprise the daily news schedule ––– 
reporting, commentary, interviews,etc. ––– whether by 
its own staff or guest sources. For a project such as 
this POMO, the MSM was not an option.

	 There are, however, many forms of local or niche 
media which enjoy strong support in their communities 
and can offer a POMO the opportunity to grow in local 
chapters and then through combination reach the scale 
of attracting and serving national interest.

	 Over the course of most of our history the prime 
example of such niche media was the weekly newspaper 
which prior to the advent of commercial radio following 
WW I was the only regularly delivered source of news 
for the thousands of small towns in America that could 
not support a daily. It was a gem. It stayed in the home 
for a week and produced a strong bond between its 
commercial/editorial functions and its readers.

	 Radio/TV have completely altered the experience of 
life in America’s small towns. Some have grown larger; 
others have withered away and disappeared, often 
in conjunction with an economic or environmental 
dislocation. But there is one thing that has endured 
throughout the past century of extraordinary change. 
It is the continuing need for interesting material to 
fill the hours of broadcast time and the blank pages of 
print media. Editors are pleased to have even run-of–
the-mill stuff. Something local that is exceptional and 

has prospects for future coverage is seen as treasure!

	 Benefits are possible, however, for all involved. 
The media editors/owners often communicate with each 
other re the journalistic standards of their craft 
and other matters they consider worthy of comment; 
and even though their names are not nationally well 
known, they are skillful framers of opinion in  their 
communities and could be helpful in our pursuit of 
recognition and acceptance. 

		  There are other media directions of real 
opportunity available to us. Daytime radio commands 
large audiences across the country, but especially 
in our western states where distances are large and 
where many workers in ranching, agriculture, tourism, 
real estate, fisheries, etc. spend long hours in land 
or water vehicles with radios that report regularly 
on national/local news, weather and commodity/crop 
prices. Many of the hosts for these programs are local 
or regional celebrities whose audiences measure in the 
millions. As they frequently offer shows that interview 
a famous guest speaker, they are able to build audience 
loyalty based on the dual appeal of the host and the 
guest.

	 When we consider the broad outline of our POMO’s 
purpose ––– to inform Americans about their culture 
and to DEFEND it against attack ––– it is clear that it 
is well suited to serve as a topic of public discussion. 
Schools, churches, fraternal organizations, labor 
unions, law enforcement bodies, charities and civic 
groups all welcome new topics presented by dedicated 
speakers as a workable way to bring together and 
stimulate their members. Our urgent message of 
cultural defense, underlaid with non-violent pride and 
patriotism, would have a powerful impact on those who 
hear it.

	 Currently, almost any topic for a public address can 
be expected to draw hecklers or objectors who want 
to shut down the event and dismiss the speaker. While 
our purpose is not to qualify our culture as superior 
to others, it will probably be viewed by some in the 
audience as staking such a claim and may attract what 
have become the now frequent charges of “racist” or 
“white supremacist” to be directed at the speaker. We 
are not concerned that any such attacks would come 
from members of the groups mentioned in the paragraph 
above, but some speeches, especially in academia, seem 
to have a ready supply of demonstrators in place.

	 Our reaction to this and other criticism should be 
to not respond in kind, but to point out that we are 
only concerned with the defense and preservation of 
our unique American culture. Given all that the label 
“American culture” can embrace, its attackers will 
narrow their focus to target specific incidents or

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attitudes that appear iviting to them .

 	 This “slicing and dicing” yields two benefits . 
The first is that they can select incidents which they 
consider best suited to prove the validity of their long 
list of cultural grievances, and can apply their social/
political pressures along a wide front. 

	 The second is that incidents can be chosen for 
their media promotion capability. Our MSM has been 
delivering to their advertisers ever smaller and 
less varied population profiles for many years with 
the result that today both editorial and advertising 
content can be modified to reflect regional or local 
preferences. The slicing process has been MC’s primary 
weapon since its earliest days. It, however, is a two-
edged blade that can be used to either include or 
exclude; as a body formed to prefer or benefit one 
group, must exclude others.

	 This enormous expansion in our ability to divide 
matter, research, attention, production, government 
and more into smaller and more distinctive states is 
a product of our time and technology, and is made to 
order for the growing number of interests joined by 
envy and hate that now force their dissatisfaction upon 
the historic, continuing benefits bestowed by WEC.

	 It is inevitable that the nature and emotions of 
these forces will bring politics into the mix. For many 
involved, the political arena is the only one available. 
It is where they function best; it is all they know. It 
is survival or failure, life or death; and no holds are 
barred.

	 The ground rules for political conflict put anyone 
other than the most deeply grounded or supported 
politician at extreme disadvantage and we should avoid 
both at all costs. We can expect to be challenged, 
derided and falsely accused to which our reply should 
only be either “No Comment” or “We Are Defenders of 
American Culture”. We should never allow ourselves 

to be lured away from two of our basic principles ––– 
Our Function is Purely Defensive  and No Politics.

Our Time ,  Our Country,  Our Choice

	 The task we face presents enormous challenges. 
Time is not on our side; it is now in short supply; we 
have wasted too much of it, and we must make the best 
possible use of what remains available to us. This 
will create a discipline which, although unfamiliar to 
today’s Americans, can provide benefits of national 
urgency, identity and unity. Such a result would be 
priceless and, were we to succeed, could serve to  
restore some earlier images and opinions of America.

	 In our past times of crisis, whether in war or peace, 
we could usually summon a collective discipline  which 
added focus and strength to our unity. That discipline 
is not evident in our country today ––– not in our 
government; nor in the actions and attitudes of the 
American people or our religious, educational and 
commercial institutions.

	 This is not healthy. It is true that democracy 
grants many freedoms, and ours more than most, but 
unless there is a strong measure of agreement among 
a nation’s citizens as to its character and goals, many 
of its freedoms will become points of dissension over 
matters of privilege and power. We are now in that 
stage. If proof is required, take a quick look at the 
workings of our executive and legislative branches; 
and for a longer timeline focus on the coming year 
prior to the 2020 elections.

	  We are fortunate that so far this very visible 
political vaudeville has not spread to our third 
branch, but it is a target very much “in play”, to use 
Wall Street’s jargon, in the minds of those intent upon 
recasting America into a different form and image 
of government. For most of our history the Supreme 
Court was seen to be apolitical, above the fray, but 
that is no longer true, as the confirmation proceedings 
for recent appointees has shown. It is the ultimate 
political prize ––– only nine members appointed for 
life, not elected, whose decisions are not subject to 
appeal. It is also a very readable gauge of how our 
democracy is faring. And it is such a critical element in 
our constitutional structure that even minor proposed 
changes can be viewed as precursors for much larger 
ones that, if enacted, would end the Court, and probably 
our democracy, as we have known them. 

	 At this time in our history we are at real risk of 
allowing ourselves to be separated from it. It is true

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that America needs a “redo”, but one managed by those 
who want to protect and preserve, not destroy, her. 
In democracies, power is passed up from the people to 
their government, whereas in authoritarian regimes 
the process is reversed. This means that the democratic 
model instills and nurtures a strong and continuing 
bond between government and those whom it governs.

	 Over the past half century this connection has been 
persistently and purposefully attacked with the result 
that it is so compromised that it can no longer function 
in many of the ways prescribed by our Constitution. 
This is strong, but valid, criticism. Look at DC, the 
nation’s capital, where our elected representatives  
define themselves by creating childish and personally 
demeaning nicknames, by accusation of real or imagined 
wrong doing, by quibbling, by exaggeration, by failing 
to perform their duties under the Constitution (notably 
those of oversight and enforcement of their own laws), 
by lying and prevarication, by misuse of government 
authority/power including public contributions to 
electoral campaigns, by violation of Congress’ codes of 
behavior regarding ethical, sexual, compensation and 
other matters. 

	 The list is long and seems never to end. The damage 
to our government is cumulative, real and growing. 
The process of repair will be difficult, and sometimes 
painful, at those times when circumstance and/or our 
Constitution’s enemies question  our commitment. This 
is where we are, where our government is. The contract 
spelled out by our Constitution between citizens and 
government has been so weakened and misinterpreted 
that its ability to protect us and to function in the ways 
originally intended are both greatly diminished.

	 This situation, however, is not of our doing alone. 
Quite to the contrary, as from its inception it has 
been aided by the application of external forces and 
interests antithetical to those of the American people 
and government. We will identify and analyze these in 
future chapters. Even so, we are who we are. As, for 
over two hundred years, we have been masters of our 
fate and frequently also for that of others, our recent 
failures to defend our WEC are troubling and will be 
explored in later issues.

	

The Last Man Standing

	 Within the span of approximately the last 60 years 
we have witnessed an extraordinary change in America’s 
status . Whether as a response to the acts of others 
or our own intiatives, we have failed to take notice of 
policies and attitudes that were not consistent with 

our historical culture and identity, both of which are 
equally important in the defense we must now mount on 
their behalf. Of the two, now, identity is probably most 
in need of attention because our country presently 
harbors two very different images of itself ––– the 
traditional one and its recently arrived competitor. 
These must be resolved because, if we fail to clarify our 
identity for others and for ourselves, our future will 
be uncertain at best, and the twin goals of restoring 
national purpose to our government and credibility to 
our democracy will turn out to be beyond our reach.

	 There is arguably no more important element in 
a nation’s development and progress than having and 
projecting a sense of shared identity. It colors our 
institutions, influences how we work, pray and interact 
with each other and it creates a framework for the many 
essential aspects of life that benefit both the state 
and the individual. National or cultural identity is a 
work of many parts. It borrows from history, conflict, 
faith, territory, ethnicity and many other markers on 
the path of human development. Here, in our nation and 
time, there is work to be done.

*          *          *

	 America has been seen at the end of both of Europe’s 
20th century  WWs as the last warrior to survive after 
all others lie dead or dying on the battlefield, and this 
image has become extended by metaphor to include any 
circumstance of similar finality. On a cultural scale, 
which is far larger than that of the battlefield, America 
is again seen by many as “the last man standing”, as the 
sole effective defender of WEC ––– a welcome source 
of salvation to some and a target for destruction to 
others. 

	 America faces a complex web of economic, political, 
cultural, religious and social problems many of 
which are similar, if not identical, to those that have 
transformed Europe’s politics and populations under 
the EU bureaucracy. Fortunately, the failures of the EU 
model are clearly visible and can serve as a warning of 
what may lie ahead unless we undertake the demanding 
work of redefining for our friends and enemies who 
and what we are now and plan to continue to be in the 
future. 

Here, in our nation and time,
there is work to be done.

The easy response is to continue to do 
nothing, in which case we will have failed to be worthy 
of the inheritance left to us by the nation’s Founders. 
But this does not have to be. There is another course 
ready and waiting    ––– to reassert our commitment to 
WEC and its values, to government over politics, to the 
guidance that our Founders provided in the Constitution 
and to the latter’s importance in establishing our 
national character and direction.
